ALL COMPETITORS WILL NEED TO USE THEIR OWN BIB - £8 START FEE (ON COLLECTION OF NUMBER) TO INCLUDE ST JOHN AMBULANCE CONTRIBUTION
CLASS 1:
80 cms PRELIMINARY incorporating BRC Area 9 Junior and Senior HT 80 Team and Individual Qualifiers (Fences numbered WHITE)



Dressage:  BRC HT80 (2013)  Show Jumping:  75cms speed 325mpm       XC:  80cms speed 435 mpm

Section A:  Junior Individual & Team Qualifier Horse/pony may not have been placed in the top 6 at BE90 or  completed a BE100 or above in current or previous calendar year at the Close of prelim entry.  Rider not to have completed BE or BRC100 or above in current or previous calendar year (inc. FOH Challenge 100). Combination not to have been placed in top 10 overall at BRC 90 championships 2013.


Section B:  Senior Individual & Team Qualifier  Horse.ony may not have been placed in the top 6 at BE90 or  completed a BE100 or above in current or previous calendar year at the Close of prelim entry.  Rider not to have completed BE or BRC100 or above in current or previous calendar year (inc. FOH Challenge 100). Combination not to have been placed in top 10 overall at BRC 90 championships 2013.

Section C:  Unaffiliated Horse/pony may not have gained points at a BE Horse Trial   Rosette to best rider under  14 Years  in each  section - STATE AGE ON ENTRY FORM

90 cms INTERMEDIATE incorporating BRC Area 9 Junior & Senior HT 90 Team and Individual Qualifiers (Fences numbered ORANGE)



Dressage:  BRC HT90Q(2013)  Show Jumping:  85cms speed 325mpm       XC:  90cms speed 450 mpm



Section A:  Junior Individual & Team Qualifier




Horse/pony may not have gained points at a BE Horse Trial. Combination not to have been placed in top 10 overall at BRC 100 championships 2013. Rider not to have competed at FEI 3 star or above. 



Section B:  Senior Individual & Team Qualifier




Horse/pony may not have gained points at a BE Horse Trial and must not have been placed in the first 6 in any BE90 or 100 competition in the current or previous year at close of prelim entries Rider not to have competed at FEI 3 star or above.

Horse/pony may not have gained points at a BE Horse Trial

100 cms  OPEN incorporating BRC Area 9 Junior & Senior HT 100 Team and Individual Qualifiers (Fences numbered  PINK)




Dressage:  BRC HT100Q(2013)  Show Jumping:  100cms speed 325mpm       XC:  100cms speed 475 mpm



Section A:  Junior Individual & Team Qualifier




Horse/pony may not have gained more than 20 points at a BE Horse Trial.  



Section B:  Senior Individual & Team Qualifier



Horse/pony may be registered with BE and may  have gained up to 5 points at a BE Horse Trial .  Not to have completed a BE Novice



Competition in the current year at close of Prelim entry.  Combination not to have been placed in top 10 individually at BRC 100+ championships 2013.


Section C:  Unaffiliated Open

100 +  OPEN incorporating BRC Area 9 Open HT 100 + Team and Individual Qualifiers (Fences numbered  YELLOW)




Dressage:  BRC HT100+Q(2013)  Show Jumping:  110cms speed 325mpm    XC:  100cms speed 475 mpm




Section A:  Junior/Senior Individual & Team Qualifier (Teams may include Juniors and Seniors. Juniors must be at least 12 years old.)




Section B:  Unaffiliated Open



Rider any age.  Horse/pony may be any height .  (2 sections if sufficient entries)

PRIZES:       The winner of each section will receive a free BE Day Pass membership, a rider Day Pass and a horse Day Pass worth a total of £42 or a Day Pass Membership and Training Pass for horse and rider worth £20.  Day Passes are valid for entry at any BE competition from BE90 level to Intermediate Novice and Training Passes are valid for entry at any EquestrianClearance.com BE80(T) event.  (As a condition of entry all competitors details will be passed to British Eventing).  There will be prizes in kind for those competitors placed 1st – 6th and rosettes for each section for those placed 1st – 10th

CONDITIONS AND RULES

GENERAL

The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry  No horse or pony may compete in more than one class

RULES

Will be run under BRC Rules for Horse Trials 2014 (BRC qualifiers)/BE Horse Trials Rules 2014 (Unaffiliated Classes)

FLU VACCINATIONS – please read carefully  (All BRC Qualifiers)

A flu vaccination certificate with a complete history MUST be brought with the horse/pony and presented for checking before competing.  Please ensure that the name of the entered horse matches with the name on the Flu Vac Certificate and that you allow sufficient time for the certificate to be checked.  No changes will be allowed on the day in the event of Flu Vac failures.

BRC MEMBERSHIP CARDS (All BRC Qualifiers)

BRC membership cards will be checked at the same time as Flu Vac Certificates so please ensure that you have them with you. 

ELIGIBILITY

No horse or pony may have been ridden over any fences used in an Area Qualifier during the 5 days prior to the cross-country phase of the qualifier

SUBSTITUTIONS BRC Qualifiers – see BRC Rules

COURSE

There are 4 courses, all over fixed fences and approximately 2 km  on permanent pasture.

WHITE for the 80 CMS    ORANGE for the 90 CMS   PINK  for the 100 CMS    YELLOW  for the 110 CMS
All competitors are responsible for making way for and not impeding overtaking competitors.  Inconsiderate riding leading to obstructing another competitor could lead to elimination, at the Steward's discretion.

Elimination and Retiring  Any competitor who is eliminated or who retires must leave the course immediately at a walk. 

Walking the course.  The course will be open for inspection on foot only from 12 noon until 6pm on the Saturday before the competition. Numbers will be available from the Secretary's office from 1 hour before the first competitor starts on the day of the competition (start fee £5 to include St John Ambulance)

Results:  The winner will be the competitor with the least number of faults.

MEDICAL ARMBANDS
Must be worn (on the arm ONLY) for the cross-country phase

NUMBER BIBS
Competitors must wear the correct number at all times when mounted.  Competitors must supply their own number bibs, the organizers will only provide the paper inserts

HATS & BODY PROTECTORS
Everyone mounted, whether competing or not, must wear an appropriate hard hat (to comply with current 
BRC/BE Rules.  For BRC Qualifiers the hat must have a blue BRC hat tag (available from Secretary at the event) -  and for the cross country element body protectors are obligatory as per the BRC/BE approved list  (See current rule books) BRC competitors are required to present hats and body protectors (Beta 3 2000 or later) for checking when collecting their numbers.

Half chaps/matching boots may be worn

QUERIES OR OBJECTIONS

BRC Qualifiers:  Protests or complaints may only be lodged by the Chairman, Chef d’Equipe or nominated representative of the club.  These must be in writing and accompanied by a £20 deposit.  They must be addressed to the Official Steward and be lodged no later than 30 minutes after the occurrence, 30 minutes after the results have been posted, or in the case of protests against the qualification of competitors or horses, 1 hour after the start of the class.  The disciplinary steward will give his/her decision after investigation and his/her decision will be final.  The deposit will be forfeited unless the objection is upheld or it is decided there were good and reasonable grounds for lodging the objection.   Objections and Appeals regarding any other classes must be in writing and accompanied by a £20 deposit, will be made to the Steward  for those classes through the Secretary within 10 minutes of the posting of the results of the class.  

PRIZE GIVING

All prizes and rosettes will be presented as soon as possible after the completion of each class.

ENTRY FEES, WITHDRAWALS AND CANCELLATION DUE TO CIRCUMSTANCES BEYOND OUR CONTROL

In the event of abandonment entry fees will be returned less £5 administration fee.  Withdrawals received in writing before the close of entries entry fees will be returned less £5 administration fee. After the close of entries there will be no refund of entry fees under any circumstances, unless the class or event is cancelled.  

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Neither the organizers, Area 9 Riding Club Officials, nor the sponsors accept any liability for any accidents, injury, illness or damage to horses, owners, riders, spectators, ground or any persons or property whatsoever.   

HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present.  For these 
measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the Organiser and all the Officials and stewards.  You are politely requested to comply with the requests of any Riding Club Official or other Official, in order to ensure the safety of yourself and others, while attending the event.

GENERAL 

Horses can easily be frightened and can be dangerous.  Members of the public are requested to keep clear from horse areas/lanes and to avoid behavior that might alarm horses.

Dogs must be kept on a short lead at all times

Emergency Services must have access to all parts of the event site at all times and members of the public must not park vehicles so as to obstruct access

It is a condition of acceptance of your entry that you have read, and agree to abide by the above rules and requests.
